
How to use
1. Remove the rubber feet from the base of your demolition  
 saw.

2. Simply bolt the Sawtrac carriage unit using the fasteners  
 provided to the base of the demolition saw following the  
 guide below.

3. Chalk line the area you wish to cut. Lay the Sawtrac  
 aluminium track/guide in line with the chalk line.

4. For longer cuts, connect multiple lengths of the Sawtrac  
 aluminium track/guide together.

5. Place the Sawtrac carriage unit into track/guide so it is  
 gently directed along the front edge.
